Petitioner Mr. Julius
Kipkoech Bores proposes that this House considers several amendments to the
Constitution affecting the bicameral nature of the legislature, the two-third
gender principle, among other proposals.
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Honourable Members, pursuant to the provisions of Standing Order 227, this
petition therefore stands committed to the Departmental Committee on Justice
and Legal Affairs. The Committee is requested to consider the petition and
report its findings to the House and the petitioner in accordance with Standing
Order 227(2).
