THE HOUSE TO RESUME REGULAR SITTINGS ON TUESDAY, 9""FEBRUARY, 2021

The National Assembly will resume its Regular Sittings on Tuesday, 9" February, 2021, commencing at
2.30 pm. The following business will be prioritized during the First Part of the Fifth Session:

1. The House will consider and approve its Calendar for the Fifth Session.The Calendar will
reflect the special circumstances occasioned by the Covid-19 pandemic and resultant protocols
effected.

2. Reconstitution of the following five (5) Parliamentary Committees: -

the Annual Revenue Bills. In accordance with the Public Finance Malmanagement Act, 2012, the
BPS should be submitted by the National Treasury for Tabling in the House by 15" February, each
year. Thereafter, the BPS is to subject to consideration by the Budget and Appropriations
Committee and the 15 Departmental Committees before approval by the House. This will pave way
for the introduction and passage of the annual Divisions of Revenue Bill and the County Allocation
of Revenue Bill by both Houses. These two Bills are also top on priority list of Parliament this Fifth
Session.
