requires that land in Kenya shall be held, used and managed in a manner that is 
equitable, efficient, productive and sustainable; this House therefore resolves 
that the Government enforces compliance of Article 68 (c) (i) of the 
Constitution, section 159 of the Land Act, 2012 and the National Land Policy 
(Sessional Paper No. 3 of 2009 on maximum and minimum land holdings in 
Kenya) through publishing of the rules and regulations for private land use and 
management in regard to the minimum and maximum land holdings in Kenya.
