THAT, AWARE THAT this House is anchored on the pursuit for the welfare of
society and the just government of the people; GUIDED BY pursuit of Constitutional
aspirations of all Kenyans for a government based on the essential values and
principles of equality, social justice, openness, inter and intra-generational equity,
prudent and responsible use of public resources; COGNIZANT THAT there exists
pervasive and systemic forms of grand political corruption through which private
individuals and enterprises act in concert with state officials to exercise decision
making power and exert undue and unregulated influence over government
processes not for the greater public good but for their own private benefit and that
this conspiracy extends to influencing government policies and laws so as to
facilitate illegal private appropriation of public assets, clientelist dominance of select
economic sectors, absence of transparency and accountability in government
contracting, deformation of national politics, proliferation of criminal enterprises
forming a shadow economy, all for the sole purpose of private profiteering and unjust
enrichment; ACKNOWLEDGING THAT the consequences of this form of systemic
corruption include but are not limited to the potential to dismember the fabric of our
nation by undermining the legitimacy of public institutions, triggering high cost of
living, unsustainable public debt, endemic unemployment of the youth, poor health
and education services, income inequality, lack of innovation; NOW THEREFORE,
this House RESOLVES as follows —
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(i) To establish an ad-hoc Committee to be known as the Select Committee on
Systemic Corruption, whose mandate will be as follows —

(a) to investigate instances in the recent past of Systemic Corruption,
deliberate manipulation of government policies, rigging of tendering
processes, use of non-competitive procurement methods, creeping
privatization, regulatory capture, skewed government contracting,
manipulation of the monetary system, and monopolistic and oligopolistic
concentration of economic power for private gain;

(b) to report and make recommendations on the matters under paragraphs (a)
and any other related matters within ninety (90) days;
