RECALLING THAT, on 27t February, 2024, Kenya formally announced that
the former Prime Minister, Rt. Hon. Raila Odinga, EGH, would be vying for the
position of Chairperson of the African Union Commission (AUC), noting that
regionally he served as the African Union Special Envoy for Infrastructure
Development, H.E the President endorsed the Rt. Hon. Raila Odinga as
Kenya’s candidate for the Chairperson of the African Union Commission,;
