North Constituency in the National Assembly for three terms  from 2008-2022 

during which time he also served as an Assistant Minister of Justice, National 
Cohesion & Constitutional Affairs (2008-2013); Chairperson  of the Committee 

on Delegated Legislation, member of the Departmental Committee on Justice 
and Legal Affairs, the House Business Committee and the Committee on 
Pensions (2013-2017); and the Chairperson of the Departmental Committee 

on Justice and Legal Affairs (2017-2022); 
 

FURTHER COGNIZANT THAT the late William Cheptumo was elected Senator 
for Baringo County in 2022 and continued with his stellar legislative work in 
the Senate having sponsored many businesses among them, a Motion on 

Declaration of cattle rustling and banditry as a National disaster and 
establishment of a Special Fund for Victims which was adopted by the Senate  
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on 30th May, 2024; and served as the Chairperson of the Standing Committee 
on  National Security, Défense and Foreign Relations and as a member of the 

Standing Committees of Justice, Legal Affairs and Human Rights and that of  
Land, Environment and Natural Resources, which  positions he served until 
his demise on 16th February, 2025;

Mbotela, records its celebration and appreciation of his remarkable life, and

AWARE THAT, the African Union Commission (AUC), was established as the 

Secretariat responsible for the operations and activities of the AU, headed by 
the Chairperson elected by Heads of State and government from Member-

the former Prime Minister, Rt. Hon. Raila Odinga, EGH, would be vying for the 
position of Chairperson of the African Union Commission (AUC), noting that

Hon. Raila Odinga as 
Kenya’s candidate for the Chairperson of the African Union Commission; 

 
NOTING THAT, the Hon. Raila Odinga’s candidature for the position of the 
Chairperson was not only his personal ambition but also a symbol of Kenya’s 

deep commitment to the goals of the African Union and its desire to participate 
in shaping the continent’s future; 

 
COMMENDING the Government of Kenya, led by His Excellency the President, 
for a robust campaign in support of the candidate, reinforced by continental 

integration and cooperation and guided by Kenya’s Foreign Policy;
